Lower Spunk Lane/CSAH 9 Neighborhood Annexation Petition
The history of annexation petition was discussed. Written comment was received from Hoyers. 

There was a question about the gradual tax rate increase and time-line for connection to city services. Igor explained that if you hook up under Neighborhood Utility Assistance Program the city will immediately increase your tax rate to the city’s rate and use that difference in the tax rates to reduce your sewer/water costs (via Neighborhood Utility Assistance Program program).

Kevin Boundy formally requested that his name be removed from the petition. 

Motion Richard Bresnahan to state that the petition presented is null and void due to Kevin Boundy removing his name from the petition, second John Grutsch and carried unanimously.
