STREETS CIP
Motion Hugh Knox to Authorization to publish Public Hearing for the 5 Year Street Capital Improvement Plan and to Set Public Hearing for August 6th, 2007, second Al Ernst and carried unanimously.

Motion Al Ernst to Set Public Hearing for Chinook Ave Extension (preliminary assessment hearing) August 6th, second Daryl Rachey and carried unanimously.

Discussion of how to proceed with Chinook Avenue Extension. Council debated whether or not to assess all benefiting properties for the Chinook Avenue Extension. Council consensus that all benefiting properties should pay their fair share, including the City of Avon. Public Hearing will be held August 6th. Notices will go out to all property owners affected.

Gertken Easement/Jeff Meyer Development

Greg Korstad, Mr. Meyer’s Attorney was present to explain the amended and restated agreement for the confinement of the drainage easement on the Elmer Gertken property, which is proposed to be developed by Jeff Meyer.

Motion John Grutsch authorizing execution of Proposed Amended and Restated Easement, second Al Ernst and carried unanimously.

BOND ISSUANCE: David Drown

The city received a Baa2 bond rating from Moody’s. The city’s debt per capita is around $10,000 but Moody’s felt comfortable that things are being managed well and thus issued the Baa2 bond rating.

WATER’S EDGE PHASE III

Motion Hugh Knox to adopt a Resolution Authorize Competitive Negotiated Sale of $900,000 General Obligation Permanent Improvement Revolving Fund Bonds, Series 2007A to Dougherty & Company, second Al Ernst, and carried unanimously.

AVON ESTATES

Motion Hugh Knox to Adopt a Resolution Authorizing Competitive Negotiated Sale of $2,310,000 General Obligation Trunk Utility Revenue Bonds, Series 2007B to Morgan Keegan , second Daryl Rachey and carried unanimously.

Motion Al Ernst to Adopt a Resolution Authorizing Competitive Negotiated Sale of $3,835,000 General Obligation Permanent Improvement Revolving Fund Bonds Series 2007C to Cronin & Co., second Daryl Rachey, and carried unanimously.
David Drown and Ms. Austing-Traut will work together to develop a plan to invest these dollars in the interim.

REVIEW OF PROPOSED ZONING ORDINANCE

Planning Commissioners and Zoning Administrator gave summarizations of each section of the proposed ordinance.

Main Points of Discussion Were:  

· The Industrial Use area that will be available in the future.  Bob Pogatschnik explained we had to give up some Industrial Use area in order to satisfy the DNR.

· Main Street (commercial/residential) and the uses that will be available to the property owners in the future.  

· Shoreland—Riparian/non-riparian areas.  

· The PC and council would like to see the zone ordinance carry 35% impervious coverage across the book.  It is currently 35% in Agriculture but 30% everywhere else.  They would like to keep it consistent.

· The PC and council wanted Amy Pogatschnik, Zoning Administrator; to find out whose responsibility it is to monitor/enforce the silt fences.  They would like to see something in the zoning ordinance that states who will be responsible for maintaining silt fences.

·  Ms. Pogatschnik will also look at the Avon Estates Mitigation Plan and see who the enforcement officer is.

· PC and council discussed Chapter 16, which will pertain more to special areas such as the Avon Hills.  There was some question as to why this chapter is in the zone ordinance.

· The council gave some ideas of possibly including a picture showing what is and is not allowed in a PUD was discussed.  Consider changing wording to state that only a certain number of houses are allowed in each area.  

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday July 23, 2007 at 6:00 p.m.  A notice needs to be posted.
