Step 1. Use Minnesota Rule Table 1800.5800 to determine if design
professional is REQUIRED and verify with Building Official

Step 2. If determined a design professional IS required the following
information must be submitted with permit application

Plans stamped by Design Professional licensed to do business in the State of
Minnesota with a complete code analysis

Site plan (civil engineering maybe required if determined by city or
Building official)

Architect to spell out Special Inspections (as per building code)

Structural design (structural engineer)

Mechanical design (mechanical engineer)

Plumbing design (approved by Environmental Services)

Energy Code Calculations

Accessibility Drawings

Ventilation calculations 7676 Energy Code

Sprinkler Plans approved by the State

Any other plans required based on building code

If a design professional is not required at a minimum the
highlighted areas need to be submited with permit application

Time must be given for proper application and plan review. City zoning and
building official have 30 working days to respond in writing the status of a
permit. However normal turnaround time is under 2 weeks.
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
