Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, August 16, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.

ABSENT:   
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m.
MINUTES

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of July 19, 2016, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.  
PUBLIC HEARING-AMENDMENT TO ZONING ORDINANCE
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to open the public hearing, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.
Jesse Springer was present at the meeting and questioned whether or not we would need language that limits the length of a fence from the foundation of the house.  The City is very unique in the fact that some lots are extremely long and also the homes are not uniformly placed on the lots.  Michelle Meyer stated that the homes that have a greater setback would actually have less privacy by adding language that would require a setback of 25’ from the foundation of the home, in addition to having a setback from the OHWL.  The Planning Commission agreed to change (d) to state 35’ instead of 25’ for a setback from the OHWL.  
The storage building section of the ordinance would include the R-3 zoning section to be allowed as a conditional use.
Motion by Kati Reiling to close the public hearing second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried. 

Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to make a recommendation to change the language in Chapter 21, Subd.5, to read 1. which includes a living wall”, 2. “(including riparian lots)” and d.) “Fences and walls located on riparian lots shall have a setback from the OHWL of 35” (see attached), second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to make a recommendation to allow storage units (not to include shipping containers) to be allowed in R-3 with a conditional use permit (see attached), second by Ed Dunn, motion carried with Michelle Meyer opposing.
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to make a recommendation to allow storage units to be allowed in C-2 with a conditional use permit (see attached), second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

MIDSOTA STORMWATER PLAN
Randy Jenniges was present at the meeting to discuss the Midsota storm water plan.  Joel Bauer and Tim Burg were also present at the meeting.  They would like to improve their lot east to the end of the fence so they will have the entire lot available for storage of trailers.  They did state that this project would dramatically improve the appearance of the property as they will be getting rid of weeds, etc.   Mr. Jenniges reviewed the 3 comments from his memo with the Planning Commission.  A NPDS permit needs to be completed and the existing outlet would need to stay in place to retain storm water.  There will not be any additional outlets or additional buildings on this property.  The request is for a parking lot expansion only.  Maximum surface coverage is currently at 60% in a C-2 district.   Midsota would need a variance to allow 86% coverage in addition to an approved storm water plan.   Michelle Meyer discussed the use of a less pervious material.  Randy explained at the beginning there is more infiltration and over time infiltration decreases.   
The Planning Commission discussed the possibility of changing the ordinance to increase the maximum surface coverage.   It was discussed that storm water/ flooding/catastrophic events would be addressed in a storm water plan which is required for all projects in a C-2 district.  The question is how dense do we want C-2 to be and how do we want the C-2 zone to look?    The Planning Commission would like to possibly hold a public hearing to change our ordinance to update the C-2 zoning classification to allow a maximum of 85% impervious instead of 60%.  A public hearing will be posted to address the C-2 impervious surface change and also for a variance to be held at an August/September City Council meeting.
Motion was made to Katie Reiling to recommend that a public hearing be held at a City Council meeting in August or September to amend the C-2 ordinance to allow maximum site coverage of 85% instead of 60%, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.  
Motion by Katie Reiling to make a recommendation to approve Midsota’s Storm Water Management Plan as presented in the August 11, 2016 memo from Randy Jenniges, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

ADMINISTRATIVE SUBDIVISION-CRESS
Mr. Cress was present at the meeting.  Jodi Austing-Traut gave an update on the lot consolidation.  The City has been informed by the engineers that we could do an administrative subdivision to get these lots combined.    Eventually we will need to re-plat the entire area to address the issue of the common area, which is owned by the City.  It was noted that if we were to re-plat now we would probably need to do another re-plat down the road if there are any other requests to combine lots.   Michelle Meyer questioned if we would be able to do an Administrative Subdivision instead of a re-plat.  Staff will check into the process.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval of combining the two lots as long as the proper procedure is followed, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor motion carried.   
MONTESSORI SCHOOL
The Planning Commission discussed the old Aunt Annies building and possibly having a montessori school in that building.    The C-1 zoning district does not currently allow schools/daycare facilities.  The Planning Commission also did not feel that this area was a good fit for a Montessori school with the fact that they are right on the main street/county road and also the fact that there wouldn’t be any kind of yard or even a pick up/drop off area.  There was discussion about the City trying to work with this individual to see if they would be interested in a lot in Avon Estates.    
TEMPORARY FAMILY HEALTH CARE DWELLINGS 2016

The Planning Commission discussed the process including date and time for opting out of this ordinance.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend that the City of Avon opt out of the Temporary Family Health Care Dwellings 2016 statute, second by Katie Reiling, all in favor and carried.  

CIVIL SITE PLAN

Tabled until September meeting.
Motion made by Katie Reiling to close the meeting at 7:35 p.m., second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
