Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, September 20, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. 
PRESENT:  Katie Reiling, Ed Dunn, Rick Fischbach, Dick Glatzmaier, Michelle Meyer 
ABSENT:   
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.
FINDING OF FACT WORKSHEET
The Planning Commission reviewed the findings of fact worksheet and offered suggestions for updating the form.  The Planning Commission would like to use the worksheet from Benton County and just make changes so it fits Avon.
MINUTES

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of August 16, 2016, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.  
PUBLIC HEARING-BRYAN BECKER CUP/VARIANCE
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to open the public hearing, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.
Bryan Becker was present at the meeting along with property owner, Dan Dahlin to discuss Mr. Becker’s duplex project.  Mr. Becker stated that he would like to change the address and the front of the building to 1st Street instead of the previous address of Chinook.  Mr. Becker explained to the Planning Commission what his plans are for a patio home duplex unit.  If Mr. Becker left the Chinook address he wouldn’t need a variance but if he changes the address/front of home the setbacks change.  Safety and aesthetically it would make more sense to locate the garages in the middle of the building facing 1st Street.  A gentleman from the audience brought up the parking area and the fact that in the summer there is a large amount of boat and vehicle parking along the street.  Bryan said the public will be losing 50’ of parking where the new driveways are proposed.  It was noted that parking is being used on the north side of the road also.  There is also more parking in front of the church.  Mr. Becker asked if it would be possible to coop with the church to see if they would allow parking.   It was noted this would probably cause insurance issues.  
The Planning Commission discussed using different material for patio and driveway and also adding a rain garden to help with impervious surface.  Members of the audience asked if having a rain garden would capture run-off from the street as they feel this would benefit the runoff problem even more than worrying about meeting the impervious surface coverage. 

Mr. Becker could shrink the duplex to turn it into a 2 bedroom, 1 car garage but he is trying to offer a more up-scape family size patio home.  The current plan for the duplex would include 3 bedroom, 2 bath units.  If they were smaller units he wouldn’t be able to cash flow to get them to rent out.   The rental fee will be around the $1,300 range.  This is a 4-way stop and a corner lot.  There will be a 20’ corner setback.  The Planning Commission feels that this would improve the safety issue by having that 20’ setback to allow more visibility on this corner.  
Motion was made by Ed Dunn to close the public hearing, second by Katie Reiling all in favor and carried.  

The Planning Commission reviewed the Findings of Fact worksheet.   Our letter to the DNR states that we will use the manufacturer’s guidelines when it comes to pervious pavers.  
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to recommend a rear setback of 10’ instead of 30’, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried. 
Dennis McGuinnes gave information regarding rain gardens.  He stated that rain gardens are excavated so that the soils are such that within 24 hours the garden will have emptied.  A ditch may not be the same infiltration.  
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to table the impervious surface request to the City Council meeting in October, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  This will allow Mr. Becker to run some numbers to see if he can get the impervious coverage lower.  
The Planning Commission discussed the Conditional Use Permit to allow a two-family residence in an R-1 zoning district. 
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit as proposed by the applicant to allow the duplex to be constructed in an R-1 district contingent on the approval of the variance for setback and reduction of impervious surface coverage, second by Katie Reiling, all in favor and carried.  

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to close the public hearing, second by Ed Dunn, all in favor and carried.
PUBLIC HEARING-KLEINSCHMIDT VARIANCE
Motion was made Dick Glatzmaier to open the Public hearing.
Michael and Tamara Kleinschmidt were present to talk about their variance request.  They are asking for a 17’ setback instead of 30’ setback.   Currently the whole area is impervious which includes tar and broken up concrete.  They would just be building up a garage on this area.    This is the current access to the property and it meets all other setbacks.  

Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to close the public hearing, second by Katie Reilling, all in favor and carried.
The findings of fact were completed by the Planning Commission.

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to make a recommendation to allow a 17’ rear setback instead of a 30’ rear setback which would allow construction of an attached garage, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  
HOME BASED BUSINESS
This business is a home based business that sews pillow cases and sells their product online through Etsy.  Their idea would be to purchase the Evans lot and build a small home and a separate accessory building for their shop.  They need a large area as the cutting table alone is 12’ long.  They also have a few industrial size machines that are 3‘ X 5’.  The Planning Commission brought up the idea of possibly attaching it with a breezeway. Their goal is to get a more energy efficient building.   The Planning Commission discussed the regulations listed in the home based business section of the ordinance.  Amy will check with Shannon Sweeney on the wording for the size limitation.  
Katie Reiling made a motion to adjourn at 8:05 p.m., second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.
