Motion Jim Stang to increase salary of Jon Forsell and Nate Brenner by 3% in addition to the 2.2% cost of living adjustment for changes in job description and increased responsibilities that occurred as a result of the public works consolidation last year, second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.

Jon Forsell presented a written report and updated council on recent projects.

Public Works
Jon Forsell presented a written report and updated council on progress with maintenance shop improvements and requested approval to award bid to Grutsch Plumbing $1,850 to complete maintenance shop improvements.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to authorize $1,850 expenditure to Grutsch Plumbing, second Jim Stang and carried unanimously.

Police Department
Chief Corey Nellis presented a written report and updated the council on recent police activity. Chief Nellis commended Officer Klocker for his recent time spent engaging with kids at Avon Elementary. Jon Forsell also thanked Officer Gudim for helping him with emergency lift station maintenance over the weekend. Chief invited council to take a look at the donated K-9 cage that has been installed in the squad car and to meet the new K-9. Donations are still being received.  Scheel’s has notified the PD that they will be donating dog food for the life of the dog. 

ISSUES BY COUNCIL
Meyer asked if the council is interested in selling a lot in Avon Estates that was the former airplane hangar. Meyer indicated that the lot has a value of approximately $100,000. He would like to see the proceeds used for street reconstruction. Staff will follow up look at assessment policy and complete a benefitting property count to determine potential assessability for each priority street. Council will revisit at next meeting. Forsell advised council that he will continue to move forward in working toward a solution for Avon Estates streets improvements as well.

Stang questioned whether staff had an update on Dollar General. Staff advised that there have not been further contacts at this time.
