CALL MEETING TO ORDER
Mayor Manthe opened the meeting at 6:00 pm and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

SUNCREST STREETS
Project Schedule – Chris Sonmor, City Engineer was present with a schedule for the project in order to complete construction by the end of October 2020. Pursuant to the State Statute Chapter 429 process, two public hearings will be held for public input. Individual notices will be mailed to property owners as well as published in the Albany Enterprise. The public hearing on March 23rd at 6pm will be a time to discuss the logistics and scope of the project, and for council to consider its approval and possible authorization of plans and specifications. A public hearing expected to be held on July 27th at 6pm will be a time to review and discuss any assessments to be billed to property owners deemed to benefit from the improvement project.

Feasibility Study/Resolution – Chris Sonmor, City Engineer summarized the findings of the core samples that were taken which confirmed that a FDR (full depth reclamation) is an appropriate project method. The plan would be for a total competed thickness of 3½” (2” base and 1½” wear course). Engineer’s opinion is that the subbase is good and there is really no need to explore the utilities via camera. Drainage issues have been identified in several areas. The Engineer will work with property owners as the project moves forward to try to address areas of concern. 

Jason Murray of David Drown Associates will be at the next regular council meeting on March 2nd at 6:30 pm to summarize several alternatives for funding the project including bonding, assessments, spending down cash reserves, streets capital funds, half-cent sales and use tax proceeds,  and combinations thereof. 

Motion Katie Reiling to adopt Resolution 2020-07 Receiving Feasibility Study and Calling Hearing on Improvement for the 2020 Street Improvement Project second Jeff Manthe and carried unanimously.

Klein Builders have submitted a purchase agreement for the purchase of 201 and 203 Casa Ave with the intent of building a model home if they do not have a buyer in the next several months. 

Motion Kurt Marthaler to accept the purchase agreement for 201 and 203 Casa Ave with the contingency that a home is built on one of the lots by the end of 2020 and a home is built on the other lot by the end of 2021 second Katie Reiling and carried with Meyer against.

LISTING CONTRACT AND LOT PRICING
Motion Jeff Meyer to change the listing price on the Serenity Court lots to $28,325 second Katie Reiling and carried unanimously.

Central MN Realty Contract
Motion Jeff Meyer to authorize signing of Central MN Realty Contract second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.

STAFF UPDATES
Chief of Police Corey Nellis addressed council with a request to purchase three portable Motorola radios at a cost of $8,635.50 using a combination of grant dollars, capital funds, and forfeiture funds

Motion Kurt Marthaler to authorize purchase of three portable Motorola radios at $8,635.50 second Katie Reiling and carried unanimously.

Jon Forsell, Public Works Director gave council an update on the ditch cleaning at Avon Estates entry road. Due to low frost conditions along with December rains, the excavator will have to use stabilization pads which will add $1,000 to the cost estimate (as presented on the original quote). Dullinger plans to get the work done in the next several weeks; they are slightly backed up with other jobs as well due to the weather.
