CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Meyer requested changes to minutes to include regarding Avon Estates 1) S.E.H. was owner’s rep 2) concerns with road repairs 3) consider errors and omissions policy

Motion Kurt Marthaler to approve consent agenda as presented with changes to minutes of February 4th second Stang and carried Meyer against.

COUNCIL BUSINESS	
FD Request to purchase new door lock system ($1,792) from Mid Central Door. Fire Chief Richter was present to explain a new keyless entry system that is being proposed for the fire hall due to failing cylinders. 
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Motion Katie Reiling to authorize purchase of new door lock system from Mid Central Door at $1,792 second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.

Avon Estates
Estate Drive – Meyer presented information about soil borings that were done and a study that WSB did indicating the cost would be approximately $300,000 to correct the culvert heaving on Estate Drive. Jon Forsell, Director of Public Works mentioned that these areas have been altered since the initial construction was complete. Chris Sonmor, City Engineer presented cost estimate of around $106,000 for proposed repairs which would involve digging up the sub-base and replacing the silt-sand with crushed rubber tires. This would not be a permanent fix; however, it would hopefully address the issue for a length of time. Lange Trenching had offered a similar proposal for around $60,000. Lange’s proposals did not include a 1/1 slope or quite the depth that WSB is proposing. Jon Forsell suggested the council move forward on the ditch cleaning regardless of which approach is taken with the road itself. 

Center Circle/Price Sheet – Council discussed conceptual layouts for the center circle as well as the current lot prices in Avon Estates and how they compare to other developments. This most recently laid out concept includes a playground and future basketball hoop to the north and seven buildable lots, five of which would have room for an approximately 24’ x 30’ shed. Replatting would cost about $6,000. Tearing out the center roadway and removing materials would cost approximately $10,000.

Motion Katie Reiling to authorize WSB to prepare preliminary plat based on concept plan, second Kurt Marthaler    and carried unanimously.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to obtain quotes to remove bituminous in center circle second Jim Stang and carried unanimously.

Administration

Public Works/Water Wastewater
Jon Forsell presented his written report and requested approval to add relief plow driver/seasonal help Ken Pflipsen.

Motion Jim Stang to hire Ken Pflipsen as temporary seasonal staff on an as-needed basis at $15/hour, second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.

Forsell also updated the council on activities and work load for the month of February. The department was short staffed; however Jon Forsell, Casey Jansky, Ray Schmidt, and Kyle Smith have stepped up and gone above and beyond expectations to make Avon’s streets and utilities safe and operational during these recent snow and excessive cold events. Next priority is to clean out storm drains in preparation for spring thaw.

Police Department
Chief Corey Nellis presented a written report and updated the council on recent police activity. Expected delivery date on the new squad car keeps getting pushed out. Build date is anticipated to be the second week of April. Chief is hoping to have it in time for the Spunktacular Days parade in June. 

ISSUES BY COUNCIL
Mayor Manthe presented a Census 2020 brochure to the council. The bureau suggested setting up a complete count committee to assist with the process of getting more people involved to help get a more thorough and accurate count. 

Mayor Manthe updated the council on a committee that met last week with the focus of developing a community center or at a minimum, finding some additional existing space for folks to gather.
