Resolution 2020-19
Council considered Resolution 2020-19 Approving Outdoor Restaurant and Bar Seating on Public Sidewalks and Adjacent Public Lands. Meyer suggested requiring a barrier and a license for the businesses. City Attorney, Mike Couri, explained the law and the reasons behind the resolution presented including that according to the courts the businesses already technically have ownership of the sidewalk in front of their businesses. The resolution allows for the restaurants and bars to lease adjacent public property from the city for $1 to allow them to offer food and beverage service on the property. The resolution requires the business to place temporary perimeter fencing on site as well as to have additional insurance coverage. Couri further explained that the leases would only be in place until the state’s restrictions are lifted from the businesses.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to approve Resolution 2020-19 Approving Outdoor Restaurant and Bar Seating on Public Sidewalks and Adjacent Public Lands, second Katie Reiling. In favor:  Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

Picnic Tables
Council considered Placement of City Picnic Tables at City Garage Property on Main Street/Beach
Motion to authorize Public Works and PD staff to work with bars and restaurants to determine placement of city picnic tables,  Jim Stang second Kurt Marthaler. In favor: Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

Council considered temporarily authorizing consumption of alcohol at city parks. Council was not interested in authorizing this at this time, other than what will be allowed in Resolution 2020-19.

Revised Emergency Revolving Loan Fund Policies
City Attorney Mike Couri suggested that there may be a way to utilize at least a portion of the loan as a grant; he has been waiting for an email from DEED to confirm that.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to table the Emergency RLF Policies discussion until Monday second Jim Stang. In favor: Jim Sand, Tim Burg, Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

Council considered Approval of Emergency Revolving Loans and Authorize Mayor and City Clerk/Administrator to execute documents related thereto.

Motion Katie Reiling to table the Emergency RLF considerations until Monday second Jim Stang. In favor: Jim Sand, Tim Burg, Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

Pure Bliss CRD Loan
Council considered Commercial Rehab Deferred Loan for Pure Bliss Salon. Samantha Jonas indicated that the brick facing on the salon is beginning to come away from the building and is becoming hazardous. 

Motion Jim Stang second Kurt Marthaler to approve the CRD loan for Pure Bliss Salon. In favor: Jim Sand, Tim Burg, Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

Refunding of On-Sale Liquor License Fees
Council considered Refunding 2020 On-Sale Liquor License Fees for Fisher’s Club, PJ’s on the Lake, the Buckhorn, and Spunky’s.

Motion Katie Rieling to refund 2020 On-Sale Liquor License Fees for Fisher’s Club, PJ’s on the Lake, the Buckhorn Bar, and Spunky’s, second Kurt Marthaler. In favor: Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.
		 						
City Facilities
Council discussed whether or not to further open the city’s facilities including the beach, Lion’s shelter, trailhead bathrooms, etc. At this time, the city parks are open, with signs that indicate ‘use at your own risk’ as the equipment is not being sanitized. Some of the facilities are already being used, in spite of technically being closed. The Police Department will respond if there is a complaint. The pier is currently in need of parts that public works is awaiting from the DNR.

Motion Jeff Meyer to open the beach as soon as it’s allowed by the Governor of the State of Minnesota, and to open the picnic shelter and trailhead bathrooms immediately, and to place the fishing pier out as soon as possible once the repairs are made, second Kurt Marthaler.  In favor: Katie Reiling, Jim Stang, Jeff Meyer, Kurt Marthaler, and Jeff Manthe. Carried unanimously.

David Drown Finance Workshop date tentatively set for 7/20. Council will check their calendars and confirm on 6/1.

Suncrest Street Project Update
Jeff Meyer suggested that the council consider self-funding the Suncrest Street project. Meyer suggested that the money from the sales in Avon Estates should be used for the streets in Suncrest. Katie Reiling questioned whether the city self-funding option would be available when the city wants to do First Street.  Mayor Manthe stated that if money from Avon Estates is going to be used for anything it should be for Avon Estates.

Motion Jim Stang to adjourn at 7:30 pm second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.
