Mayor Manthe called the meeting to order and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
This meeting was a continuation of the meeting held on July 6th, 2020

Vacancy in Public Works Department
Austing-Traut gave the city council a synopsis of options along with cost analyses for their consideration. There is a vacancy in the public works department as Jon Forsell, Director of Public Works has resigned. The City needs the position to hold a Class A Wastewater Operator to meet the requirements of the MPCA permit for our wastewater treatment plant. Jon Forsell will cover the city’s licensing through the end of August.

Kyle Smith, Public Works Technician stated that current staff has a comfort level with the training they have received and the work that they have been doing at the wastewater plant as well as the water system and distribution systems. Spencer Notch, Public Works Technician explained that he is also very comfortable with and quite interested in the daily operations of the water and wastewater systems.

Greg Stang from People Service was present. People Service offered a short term contract at one visit per week for $1,800 per month and $70 per hour for anything additional (M-F from 8-5) and $105 per hour outside of those hours.

Forsell explained that having only three employees in public works, along with the demands of weekend and on-call requirements have continued to create a burn-out effect for employees.

Meyer suggested that the city consider contacting Stearns County to inquire whether they have any plow drivers to add to the city pool. Forsell indicated that the county was also looking for drivers. Forsell added that Lange Trenching is not interested in plowing snow for the city either.

Motion Jim Stang to post for the Public Works Director position as well as for a Part-Time Public Works Technician second Katie Reiling. Motion carried with Meyer against as he does not want any additional staff.

Meyer question the difference between a Class B and a Class A wastewater treatment facility. Greg Stang stated that the facilities are scored by the MPCA without any ability for adjustment by the city. Jon Forsell added that the effluent standards imposed by the MPCA as well as the facility’s discharge into Spunk Creek directly contribute to the city’s classification as an “A” facility. 

Mayor Manthe thanked all the Public Works staff for their hard work and efforts in making Avon a great community.
