CALL MEETING TO ORDER
Mayor Jeff Manthe called the special meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
	
THE FOLLOWING MEMBERS WERE PRESENT:

Public Hearing to consider vacating the park located in Avon Estates Circle with the intent of establishing a park on the north side of Avon Estates Center Circle. Residents questioned where the park equipment would be placed. Jon Forsell, Public Works Director responded that the north westerly section of the plat would make the most sense as it is a bit more level. Meyer explained that he voted against the plat and moving the park because he felt the original design had merit and because the lot prices are not at a point necessary to recoup costs of redevelopment.  A resident asked if there would be anything added for older kids. Mayor Manthe suggested that the council would consider a future basketball hoop. A resident asked about the status of the entrance road. Jon Forsell stated that the city is looking into an alternative style temporary fix which would begin with cleaning the ditch and possibly result in the installation of some fabric and recycled rubber material beneath the road to give additional stability. Tom Cress stated that he is in favor of the new platting of the center circle. 

Motion Katie Reiling to close the public hearing at 7:30 pm second Kurt Marthaler.

Consider Resolution 2019-22, a Resolution Vacating a Park in Avon Estates Circle

Motion Jim Stang to adopt Resolution 2019-22 A Resolution Vacating a Park in Avon Estates Circle, second   Kurt Marthaler and carried with Meyer against due to the unknown costs of completing the project and reduction of lot sales.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to approve minutes of July 1, 2019 second Katie Reiling and carried unanimously.

WW Goetsch $1,925 for lift station repairs
Jon Forsell requested council approval for $1,925 in lift station repairs.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to approve $1,925 payment to WW Goetsch for lift station repairs, second Jim Stang and carried unanimously.
		
FD Truck
Fire Chief Joel Richter and the FD Truck Committee were at the meeting to address the council. The group presented information on a truck that the FD is in need of to replace Unit #10. The desired truck currently has some discounts availble. Unit #10 is our main pumper built in 1998. The price of the truck would be around $410,000 with discounts. It is a demo unit. This includes decals, a pump heater, and some foam. Warranty begins when we take ownership. It will have approximately 6,000 miles on it. The truck is currently in Oregon, but is on its way here for the FD to look at. Chief Richter explained that this request would need to go to fire board entities as well. Richter indicated that the FD could expect to receive around $25,000 for the sale of Unit #10. Meyer asked how much the FD has in their fund. Richter said that $200,000 would probably be taken out of capital fund and $200,000 would be borrowed (about $21,000 per year depreciated out over 20 years – city’s share would be around $6,000 per year).
Motion Katie Reiling to enter into inter local contract for cooperative purchase with HGAC and to authorize the purchase of a new fire truck for up to $410,000 contingent upon approval by Fire Board entities, second Kurt Marthaler and carried unanimously.
	 						
Discuss consideration of sale of 3 to 5 acres of western portion of Avon Estates (Sanoski)
Councilor Stang expressed concern for the future development of this area of Avon Estates and his desire to ensure that the city is able to recoup their costs on the rest of Avon Estates. Reiling agreed and stated that this area appears to be flat and quite easy to develop into a neighborhood. Meyer suggested a feasibility study prior to authorizing the sale of large lots.

Council discussed lot prices for Avon Estates Center Circle Second Addition
Lots 1, 2, 7, and 6 are around 18,000 square feet and are designed to allow the placement of a shed in the back. Council discussed current Avon Estates lot price range of $30,000-$34,000.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to set lot prices at $34,000 for lots in the Center Circle, second Jim Stang and carried unanimously.

David Drown Financial Workshop
Council will consider a workshop with David Drown possibly in September, including assessment policy discussion. 

Sodium Chloride Limits (Salty Water Discharge)
Tom Cress asked the status of this issue. Jon Forsell explained that the MPCA held a public hearing at city hall recently. The city has applied for a variance from the strict limits. The variance is pending EPA approval.

Mayor Jeff Manthe noted the recent passing of Art Diedrich and acknowledged his many contributions of time, talent, and finances to the community. He will be deeply missed.
