Administration
Consider Resolution #2018-25 to Discontinue Summer Sewer Averaging
Council discussed use of water in summer and options for residents to either purchase a second meter for watering or to install a sand point well. Meyer expressed concern about this being a revenue driven change. 

Motion John Grutsch to adopt Resolution 2018-25 to discontinue summer sewer averaging second Kurt Marthaler and passed with Meyer opposed.

Water Wastewater
Jon Forsell presented a written report and updated council on recent projects including cleaning out the west oxidation ditch with the help of Lange Trenching and Austin Inc. Forsell expressed appreciation for these local contractors and their ability to respond on short notice.

Public Works
Jon Forsell presented a written report and updated council on progress with maintenance shop improvements which should be completed in the next week or so.

Police Department
Chief Corey Nellis presented a written report and updated the council on recent police activity including vehicle forfeitures. Chief Nellis requested approval to purchase a new squad car for $45,000.

Motion Kurt Marthaler to authorize purchase of a new police squad car at approximately $45,000 second Julie Jarnot  
and carried with Meyer against.

ISSUES BY COUNCIL
Mayor Grutsch stated that the Lions Club is interested in starting a Memorial Tree planting program along Wobegon Trail. Jodi Austing-Traut will work with Stearns County Parks to get an application form prepared.
