The meeting was called to order at 5:32 p.m.
FEBRUARY 2019 MINUTES
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.  
PUBLIC HEARING-AVON ESTATES CENTER REPLAT
The public hearing was opened at 5:33 p.m.
The Planning Commission members discussed the Avon Estates re-plat.  The plan is to move the park to the north.  Jeff Manthe stated that he talked to some of the neighbors in the area and they think this will be more appealing to the development.  They also feel this will be safer for young children at the park.  It was discussed that the original plat was 16 lots, re-platted to 11 lots and now we will bring the lots down to 7.  The Planning Commission members discussed the original intent of this center section and it was noted that these were supposed to be 800 sq. foot homes with detached 1 stall garages on these lots.  These lots were to appeal to the first time home buyer.  Klein Builders would not initially put up a shed/garage with the spec home but this would be in the package advertisement.  

Findings:

A. Adversely affect health, welfare, public safety:  No driveway access from the center.  Better public safety as every home will access from outside roadway.
B. Compatible with intended character:  The new lots are a better fit to allow for buildable homes/garages and a large shed.

C. Depreciate values of surrounding property:  Will increase neighboring property.

D. Hazardous, detrimental or disturbing to surrounding land:  Locating the noise away from the properties.  Not as many properties in this small area.  Less noise.

E. Traffic congestion, unsafe access or parking needs:  Each access now on a major roadway not accessing the inner circle next to the park.  Guests could definitely congest the area more.
F. Adequately serve public services-streets, police, fire, and utilities:  Will improve the safety as the access will be from an outer road.

G. Excessive requirements public facilities and services:  Will be losing SAC/WAC and sale of lots but this will offer a better chance of selling the lots.

H. Preserve and incorporate natural/scenic features:  Less of a footprint with removing the inner road.  Should improve the green space.  Drainage will not be affected as less impervious surface coverage.
I. Minimal adverse environmental effects:  Engineer has reviewed the plan.  No environmental effects.

J. Affect development of adjacent land:  Not adjacent to vacant land.  Will enhance development to be more visually appealing.
Motion by Dick Glatzmaier to close the public hearing at 5:50 p.m. second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval of the Preliminary/Final Re-plat of Avon Estates Circle Second Addition, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.
