Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, February 20, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 5:40 p.m.
PUBLIC HEARING-VARIANCE
The Klein’s were present for the public hearing.  No comment from the public.  The Planning Commission members discussed the Variance request.  Sherrie Klein stated that they are asking for 34% impervious coverage for 944 Waters Edge Cr. and 32% impervious coverage for 941 Waters Edge Cr.   They also discussed the swale type area on some of the lots that they have to consider when placing the house/deck.
Mark and Sherrie Klein explained the need for the variances on these lots.  Their customers are interested in the size, type of home, and the layout on the parcel (driveway) that they have been building in the past in the Waters Edge development.  The lots in Waters Edge are not large enough to accommodate the homes that are being requested.   Sherrie stated that she is trying to make a few adjustments such as moving doors on garages to eliminate larger concrete sidewalks so they can try to reduce the impervious coverage.  Klein’s are including decks/patios on their plans so prospective buyers should not have to worry about getting a variance for a deck in the future.  

The Planning Commission discussed the process for variances in Waters Edge.  Mark and Sherrie would like to get the paperwork through as fast as possible in the event they sell a home and need to start another one immediately.  They inquired if they would need to be at all public hearing meetings and all City Council meetings.  The Planning Commission members also discussed holding public hearings right before City Council meetings.  As long as we get the information in quickly so public hearing notices are being published on time we should be able to get additional meetings scheduled.
There was also discussion about future phases of Waters Edge.  If the fourth phase would open up, Klein’s stated it would be a good idea to possibly consider larger lots, especially along the lake so Variances would not be needed to accommodate the current housing market.  

PUBLIC HEARING-ZONING ORDINANCE  

The Planning Commission briefly discussed the changes being made to the ordinance book.  It was noted that all changes were as they discussed previously.
