The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m.
REGULAR DECEMBER PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
Motion was made by Joel Bauer to approve the minutes of December 2018, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
NO JANUARY PLANNING COMMISSION
REGULAR FEBRUARY PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of February 21, 2018, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

KLEIN/PROSOSKI - VARIANCE
Mark and Sherrie Klein were present at the meeting.  The Planning Commission reviewed what was discussed at the February 21 Planning Commission meeting.  Klein’s noted that these are not overly large homes that they are building but people want 3 stall garages. They feel that having the third stall and full driveway eliminates the problem of property owners parking lawnmowers, etc. in the yard or parking boats, etc. on the street.   Mark and Sherrie Klein noted that most of their model homes sell quickly because people like a turn-key home.  Klein’s feel that it is going to be hard to sell an empty lot right now, especially when you take into consideration how long these lots have been sitting there.   
The Planning Commission members reviewed the plat of the remaining lots in Waters Edge with Mark and Sherrie Klein.  It was discussed that we may have an issue with who is applying for variances in Waters Edge Phase Three.   Jodi Austing-Traut will research this with the County.  The Planning Commission members asked whether the City of Avon could initiate the amending of the PUD or would it have to be the property owner which is the State of MN.  There are 14 lots left in Waters Edge Three.  It might be possible to take one lot that would remain green space to make up for extra impervious coverage used on the remaining lots in the development.  The Planning Commission members also talked about possibly pushing off some of the storm water management issues onto phase four.  It was also discussed that Klein Builders could possibly get an agreement from the State of MN to be able to pull variance applications so they would be able to continue to work on lot sales.   It was noted that runoff is a concern with the heavy amounts of rainfall in single events and issues with ditches being able to keep up with heavy rains.  
944 Waters Edge Cr. is the only Variance that will be addressed tonight because it is privately owned.  Mark and Sherrie Klein were notified of the change to the zoning ordinance after they already signed a contract with the property owners.  They are concerned about legal action from the property owners if they need to change the plans agreed upon in the contract.  
For additional variances we could hold a public hearing at the March meeting.  April 2 it would go to council and they could possibly build right after the city council meeting.  
Motion was made by Dick Glatzmaier to recommend a Variance for 944 Waters Edge Cr. to allow 34% impervious surface coverage instead of 25%, second by Joel Bauer.  Motion passed with Michelle Meyer opposed.
ZONING ORDINANCE CHANGES
Motion was made by Dick Glatzmaier to recommend approval on the ordinance changes regarding accessory structures, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval on the ordinance changes regarding fences, second by Katie Reiling, all in favor and carried.  

MISC.

March meeting- discuss manufactured homes/Klein variances.
Jodi discussed how our ordinance is written regarding manufactured homes and mobile home parks.  There was discussion about adding design standards which would include roof pitch, foundation, no less than 20 ft. sections, etc..  Add CUP under R2 and R3.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to adjourn at 7 p.m., second by Joel Bauer, all in favor.
