Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, January 17, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 5:32 p.m.
MINUTES

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of December 20, 2016, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  
ERTL PROPERTY CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
Buttweiler’s were present at the meeting to give a description of the project.  There is currently a street light that will be directly in front of the proposed building that will provide lighting.  Buttweiler’s explained that they do not currently have power at their other rental facilities which have been in operation for 20+ years.  They believe this actually cuts down on crime because people are not able to use the property at night.  Also, by not having electricity in the building it is cheaper for insurance coverage.    If there were access points in the back of the building they would definitely bring in electricity but they feel the street light provides enough lighting in the front.  There was also discussion about possibly installing a solar panel for security lighting at night.  
Several members of the Planning Commission felt that 6th    Street is highly patrolled by police and also the fact that the street light provides enough lighting in the front of the building to act as security lighting.   The Planning Commission discussed the building and wants to make sure it is appropriately screened from residential properties.  They would like to add wording to the Conditional Use Permit to maintain a living fence a minimum of 6’ high on the west side of the property.  The question was brought up as to whether or not a commercial civil site plan/storm water plan needs to be done for this project.  This will need to be addressed to guarantee that there are no problems with the State/DNR with these wetlands on the south side of the property. The Planning Commission would like to make sure that there are not going to be any drainage problems.   They would also like to add to the Conditional Use Permit that they comply with a surface management plan and no hazardous materials will be allowed on the property.   
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit for the Ralph Ertl property to build a storage facility with the following conditions; Property is properly screened and maintained, with an evergreen living fence no less than 6’ on the west side of the property; must comply with an approved surface management plan; and no hazardous material to be stored in the facility.  The Conditional Use Permit will be reviewed on an annual basis, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor with Michelle Meyer opposed due to lack of information regarding a storm water plan.
Staff will check into the Variance findings and also recording Planning Commission and City Council meetings. 

INTERIM USE PERMITS
The Planning Commission would like to list Interim Use Permits separately under each zoning district, (ex. bed and breakfast, solar gardens, etc.)  The City should start working on a solar garden ordinance so this can be added as an Interim Use Permit.  Staff will print out Sartell and/or Sauk Rapids and also Stearns County so we have a starting point.  
Dick Glatzmaier made a motion to adjourn at 7:14 p.m., second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
