The meeting was called to order at 5:32 p.m.
MINUTES OF JUNE 18, 2019
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

VARIANCE-NAIG
The Public hearing was opened at 5:34 p.m.
Corey Naig was present at the meeting to discuss the proposed garage to include a 10’ rear setback and also a second access.   If he is driving and packing down the ditch area this could affect drainage which is why he would like to install a catch basin so there are no drainage problems.  He would like to fill it in with a driveway so it is aesthetically designed.  Mr. Naig stated the existing catch basin has sunk down a foot and a half and water does sit in this area.  It was noted that the right of way is 33’ from center line.   Mr. Naig stated the closer to the house the higher the grade gets which will make the garage sit high and would require fill.  
Michelle Meyer stated that because Mr. Naig is attempting to put in a driveway/catch basin in a public right of way which could affect drainage that our engineer should review this project.   There are elevation concerns that should be reviewed.  Also, building a garage this close to the right of way needs to be reviewed in the event Char Ave would be a future street project.   Mr. Naig stated the property is currently staked out.  Dale Lange would be able to provide a plan for the engineer to review.    

Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to table the variance request to allow the city to get additional information to be reviewed by the City Engineer, second by Dick Glatzmaier.   John Grutsch opposed. 
ORDINANCE CHANGES
Amy Pease gave an update on the current sign ordinance and businesses in the commercial district having a hard time meeting the 4” maximum wall mount sign regulation.  Public hearing will be held in August to discuss changes to the sign ordinance to include signs placed on exterior walls not to extend more than 12” from the wall of the building and at least 8’ above sidewalk 
Jodi Austing-Traut gave an update on the commercial/industrial uses in the zoning ordinance.  The Planning Commission discussed where auto salvage should be allowed in the ordinance.    Public hearing will be held in August to discuss changes to the ordinance:
Commercial

Chapter 10, C-2: remove # 22 under permitted uses and add to Subd. 4, 4. 
Industrial

Chapter 12, Industrial,  Subd. 2,  add #15.  Commercial storage of motor auto vehicles/retail sales (auto salvage) 
Under Subd. 6,  Performance Standards.  Review past conditional use permits and add standards such as screening, lighting, etc. 
Define commercial storage as auto/vehicles to make it clear what commercial storage will consist of.  Update definitions.
COP SHOP
Purchase agreement was discussed.  C-1 does not include auto detailing in the permitted use section.  This would not be a business we would want to see on Main Street.
Motion by Michelle Meyer to close the meeting at 6:25 p.m., second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.
