The meeting was called to order at 5: 31 p.m.
MINUTES

Correction will be made to the June minutes.  Dick Glatzmaier was not present at the meeting in June.   Motion was by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes of June 2017, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  
SCHLEPER CUP
John Schleper was present at the meeting to discuss his plans with the property at 306 Blattner Dr.  Mr. Schleper’s son and their neighbor started the new business not knowing that they had to follow the Conditional Use Permit.  Mr. Schleper stated that they would like to get rid of the Conditional Use Permit that runs with the property.  The business is mostly servicing boats, motorcycles, etc.  There are some sales associated with this business, most of which are consignment sales.  They inquired about a 3-5 year time frame so they are able to get their foot in the door and in the next couple of years have enough money to build a new building and make improvements to the lot.  
The Planning Commission discussed a drainage system plan but this will only be needed once ground is disturbed.  They will need a variance for the temporary structure.  Schleper’s would like to keep the temporary structure up for storage.   The Planning Commission discussed that temporary structures were only allowed in an industrial zone.  Schleper’s were concerned that they are not being treated fairly as Dahlin’s has a temporary structure and this business is right on Main Street and the structure is in the front of the lot.  
OPATZ FENCE
Jodi Austing-Traut explained the zoning permit application that was completed.  The site plan accompanying the zone permit application was not drawn correctly.   Opatz’ would like a 6’ fence between the structure and the street instead of 4’ fence so they have more privacy along their entire lot line.  
SCHNEPF LAND SPLIT
Jodi Austing-Traut gave an update on the land split.  She did discuss the land split with Mr. Schnepf and because it is an Outlot we would not be able to do an Administrative Subdivision.    We would need to do a re-plat in order to make these two usable lots.  There may also need to be an amendment to the PUD if we change the Outlot.  All costs associated with this split would be the responsibility of Mr. Schnepf as there is no benefit to the City.
BILLBOARD SIGNS
Public hearing in August to add a new zone district (C-2/I-94 Commercial) and change the sign ordinance language.
