The meeting was called to order at5:40 p.m.
MAY 15, 2018 MINUTES
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes (with changes below) as written, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.  
Changes:  Add feet to OHWL and change May to April under the minutes section.
PUBLIC HEARING CUP-LANGE 
The Public Hearing was open.
Jeff Lange was present at the meeting to discuss the Conditional use Permit.  A representative for Columbia Gear and Mr.  Kenneth Schmitt were also present at the meeting.  Mr. Lange explained the Water Management Plan is designed for a 100 year storm.   There will be major grading being done with this project.   The elevations may change slightly with the dirt work, they might go down.  They are trying to lower it as much as they can.  When they do a final they will check points, change the numbers and give an as- built.  A large amount of rock will sit on the lot.  They are not able to calculate the pervious percentage of the area that contains rock.  They do know it will hold a large amount of water.  The soil in this area is a sandy loam.  The pond will be sized the same as the plan shows.  100% of the water will stay on their property.  There has been discussion as to how to conceal cars that will be on the hill.  They discussed adding a secondary fence up higher to block the cars from view.  The existing fence that cuts through the center will be coming out.  That fence would go on the outskirts of the property.
Neighboring properties are concerned about runoff and additional water on their properties from this project.  Mr. Lange explained that all water will run into the holding pond.  They have noted it is low and there has been runoff in the past.   It was noted that Copart dealt with all problems/concerns in the past.   It was discussed that Copart would build a berm with a fence along Ken Schmitt’s backyard.   Mr. Schmitt would like trees on that berm along with a brown or green colored fence.  Lange recommends a blue spruce.  The Planning Commission members want to make sure there is no hazardous waste on the property.  It was noted that Copart has to follow strict standards and also send soil samples in annually.  All vehicles go to a facility first that removes and/or contains any leaks, etc.  
It was noted that there will be a rock entrance along Columbia throughout this project.  The parking area throughout Copart property is designed for big tires and dust control.  Once the project is complete, there will only be one entrance to this new property from the existing Copart site.  Copart does not want any vehicles to gain entrance to the property from the back of the property.
Conditions:
1. Civil Site Plan/Water Management Plan being approved by engineer.
2. On north and west side of the new lot install and maintain inner fence to conceal vehicles from I-94 and a berm and trees to block the view from neighbor property. Work with homeowner to pick out color of fence.

3.  Stays the same as original CUP.
4.  Stays the same as original CUP.
5.  If contamination occurs and the area is not properly cleaned up by a specific time frame the conditional use permit will be revoked (instead of ceased).
6.  Stays the same as original CUP.
7.  Stays the same as original CUP.
Motion to close the public hearing by Michelle Meyer, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit with conditions as stated above and approval of the Civil Site Plan/Water Management Plan by WSB, second by Brian Becker, all in favor and carried.    
CUP REVIEWS:
CUP’s were reviewed with members and the paperwork was completed.

FENCE:
The Planning Commission discussed the fence ordinance briefly.

PARKS DESIGNATION ON ZONING MAP:

The Planning Commission discussed that it be might be possible to just add a separate color to designate the underlying zoning for each park area.
