Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, June 20, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 5:39 p.m.
OATHS
New Planning Commission members Bryan Becker and Joel Bauer were sworn in and all paperwork was turned in.
MINUTES

Motion by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes of May, 2017, second by Katie Reiling, all in favor and carried.
PUBLIC HEARING TO AMEND THE ZONING ORDINANCE
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to open the public hearing for an Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Chapter 21 General District, Accessory Structures, No. 4, 5 and 6.
The Planning Commission discussed the ordinance changes with the new commission members to bring everyone up to date.  They discussed a few language changes that they would like made which includes 700 sq. ft. of the largest accessory building shall be included in the principal structure calculations and remove language regarding plans being reviewed by the Planning Commission with a recommendation to city council.  Also, language to allow a third structure if there is not an attached garage was discussed.
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend changes to the zoning ordinance as follows:

*No. 4 “In the event there is not an attached garage on the principal structure, 700 sq. ft. of the largest accessory structure would be included in the principal structure calculation” 
*No. 6 “In the case of a principal structure that does not have an attached garage, a third accessory building can be constructed 120 sq. ft. or smaller.”
Motion was made by Bryan Becker to close the public hearing, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
SCHNEPF LAND SPLIT
James Schnepf and Craig Doll were present to talk about spitting the Outlot that Mr. Schnepf currently owns.  They discussed the different options of Administrative Subdivision, re-plat, easement and access, etc.  Mr. Schnepf stated they would rather have Mr. Doll own the property versus easements on the property.  A few concerns that Schnepf and Mr. Doll had were that by adding the Outlot to the original lots it would increase the value of each property and increase their property taxes significantly.  This also might change the mortgage on Mr. Doll’s property.
Jodi Austing-Traut stated that it would probably be the cities position, in speaking with the Mayor that we would like to see the lots combined with the homesteaded parcels.  The City does not want any confusion in the future with the lots being sold as separate lots as they will be nonconforming.

Michelle Meyer indicated that it is possible that if the Outlot does not conform it could automatically become part of the original homestead lot.  The PUD in this development may also need to be amended if this Outlot is split.  This process may require the City to do a possible re-plat and/or a change to the PUD.  This may also change the tiers that were set up in the development for impervious coverage.  There would not need to be a new access installed but Mr. Schnepf would like an easement across the lot. They talked about any homeowners association/covenants out there and it was explained that it fell apart with all of the foreclosures and bankruptcy.   The Planning Commission also brought up adding the last piece of the Outlot onto the lot next to Schnepf that Brix owns if re-platting was going to be looked into so all three properties would have lake access and could possibly absorb the cost of the project.  Amy and Jodi Austing-Traut will look into information regarding what process would need to be completed in order to split this Outlot.

FENCE ORDINANCE

The building inspector initiated a discussion about possibly considering adding wording to the fence ordinance to state that the finished side of fence shall face the neighboring property.   The Planning Commission is not recommending any further action regarding changes to the fence ordinance at this time.    There have not been any other complaints about this specific issue from citizens in the City of Avon to warrant changing the ordinance.
SIGN ORDINANCE
Contact Shannon Sweeney and/or city engineer to get information on a new zoning district incorporated into the zoning ordinance.   Gather information from other cities on the I-94 corridor.    Also, would it be an option for Blattner’s to get approval from MNDOT to move the sign?  
Motion by Michelle Meyer to adjourn the meeting, second by Bryan Becker, all in favor and carried.
