MINUTES

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of May 17, 2016, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.  
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT 

The Planning Commission continued their discussion on the stormwater ordinances.  Questions came up as to what is actually needed in our ordinance and also what zoning districts would need to have an engineered stormwater plan completed.  We do not want to regulate through our ordinance process things that are already regulated through either the building permit process (ADA accessibility) or through an engineered plan.  The idea is to make the stormwater plan process thorough but easy to understand and to follow for staff and property owners.  The Planning Commission discussed the difference between a civil site plan and a site plan.  The Planning Commission will continue to work on the stormwater/civil site plan ordinance and when we have a new ordinance in place we will repeal the old ordinance so there is one ordinance in place.
STORAGE BUILDINGS IN AVON 
The Planning Commission continued their discussion regarding storage buildings in Avon.  The commission does not want to create a large amount of traffic in residential areas or possibly even illegal activity that can sometimes be linked to storage facilities.  Storage buildings would fit better into a C-2 area as this zoning already has a similar use.  Our ordinance currently allows storage buildings (facilities) in an industrial zone as a permitted use.
Motion was made by Katie Reiling to recommend that storage buildings be allowed in a C-2 zoning district with a Conditional Use Permit, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.
