Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, March 20, 2018 at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 5:35 p.m.
FEBRUARY 26, 2018 MINUTES
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes as written, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
PUBLIC HEARING (930 WATERS EDGE) VARIANCE 
The Public Hearing was open.
The Klein’s were present for the public hearing.  No comment from the public.  The DNR did comment on the 25% impervious surface and noted the use of a French garden.     
Sherrie Klein stated that they would like 930 Waters Edge as a patio home and would like 30% coverage.  941 Waters Edge will be a Rambler style home and they would like 32%.  Normally, they either purchase the lot or they are representing the owner of the lot.  The County will now be signing off on all applications for the State owned properties.  

Sherri Klein stated that they are including a deck on the plans.  The Planning Commission members asked if they have considered pervious pavers on their projects.  It was noted that this is increasing the cost of construction from $1,000 for just a patio up to $7,000 for patio and driveway.  They want to be able to sell the house and by adding on these costs it is going to be difficult to come ahead on the projects. Also, there is maintenance on pervious pavers in order to keep them functioning properly and once the house is sold we don’t know if those pavers are being maintained.    
It was noted that the DNR could sue the City if we are improperly giving variances.  A few ideas were to use 1 lot in Phase 3 to leave as open space to make up for the overage in phase 3.  Re-platting was also discussed but the state is also the owner so that poses a problem with re-platting.   The Planning Commission members discussed the layout of the lots. 
Amy will check on the recorded PUD and look at the tiers and impervious surface coverage.  This will give us an idea of where we are at in each tier.   
Motion was made by Bryan Becker to recommend approval of the variance for 930 Waters Edge for 30% coverage (if needed based on the tiers) instead of 25%, second by Joel Bauer.  Motion passed with Michelle Meyer opposed.
Motion to close the public hearing by Michelle Meyer, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
CONTINUANCE FOR 941 WATERS EDGE VARIANCE
Motion was made by Joel Bauer to recommend approval of the variance for 941 Waters Edge for 32% coverage (if needed based on the tiers) instead of 25%, second by Bryan Becker.  Motion passed with Michelle Meyer opposed.
