The meeting was called to order at 5:31 p.m.
MINUTES

Motion was made by Katie Reiling to approve the minutes of April 19, 2016, second by Michele Meyer, all in favor and carried.  
AMEND R-3 ORDINANCE TO ALLOW STORAGE BUILDINGS IN AVON ESTATES
The public hearing was opened at 5:32 p.m.

The Planning Commission discussed the property in Avon Estates that contain the old buildings.  Mike Ebensteiner started working with Jim Thares on this project in 2015.  Amy updated the Planning Commission on Mike Ebensteiner’s lack of interest in this project once he put all the numbers together.   There may be interest from other individuals in constructing storage buildings in Avon.  The Planning Commission discussed different areas in Avon that would be large enough to accommodate storage buildings.  We may want to add other zoning classifications to this ordinance change in the event there would be storage buildings needed in other parts of the City.  
Motion by Katie Reiling to table any further discussion regarding changes to the ordinance for storage buildings until the June meeting, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.

Ed Dunn to close the public hearing, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.
CONTINUANCE - PFLIPSEN VARIANCE
Katherine and Bob Pflipsen stated they would not be putting in a second driveway.  They will be installing a parking pad in front of the shed but there will not be a new driveway access.  The Stratford Association discussed this variance request at one of their meetings and the association did send a letter to the City outlining the association’s position on this matter.  The association approves the garage plan as long as there is not a second driveway access installed.   The garage dimensions would be 20 X 24.  The Planning Commission based part of their decision on Chapter 16, Land Preservations and Woodland Protections, Subd. 3, A. that states structures should be located in such a manner that the optimum number of trees shall be preserved. 
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend the garage setback of 5’ instead of 13.8 as long as the conditions would include no second driveway access on this property, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and carried.
STORMWATER REVIEW

Randy Jenniges discussed the proposed changes to the zoning ordinance.  This would include language for a surface water plan and also a civil site plan.  Some of the confusion with the ordinance books is there is a chapter called stormwater Pollution Controls in the city ordinance book, there is also a Surface Water Management section in the zoning ordinance.  Plans are required as part of a subdivision and also required as general improvements to property.  Midsota, Blattner, Mechanical Brothers, Assisted Living facility, and the Credit Union would be examples.  The idea would be to tweak the ordinance and then possibly send to our Attorney for review.  This process will need to go back before the Planning Commission so they can hold a public hearing to adopt any changes to the Zoning Ordinance.  The Planning Commission would then make a recommendation to the City Council and additional discussion can take place. 

Randy Jenniges pointed out that most cities call it water management.  A civil site plan would contain everything that is outside of the building envelope which would include setbacks, parking, handicapped parking, etc.  Stormwater management is a piece of the civil site plan.  The question came up of when a civil site plan would be required.   We are not an MS4 city.  We do not have to follow those guidelines.  Amy will get some language from several other cities to see what their ordinances look like.    It was noted that at times wording is left vague to give the city more control because of the fact that not every project is the same.  Should we get some kind of flow chart established? 
Motion by Dick Glatzmaier to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m., second by Katie Reiling, all in favor and carried.
