PUBLIC HEARING (945 2nd Street NW) VARIANCE 
The Public Hearing was open.
Jeffrey and Laurel Bovitz were present at the public hearing.  They explained that they would like to put on a 12 x 28 addition and also a deck.   When they had a survey done, they found out that even though the property line is 105’ from the house, the OHWL is much closer to the home.  They need to build the addition on the northwest side of the home as this is where the plumbing is located and also the garage is located on the opposite end of the home.  They discussed different locations for the addition.  This location makes the most sense but it will encroach into the OHWL.  They would like a larger kitchen and living room area and also a bedroom will be on the 2nd story.   The foundation for the addition will be a crawl space.  The OHWL is at 1119 ft..  1131.7 ft. will be the finished construction.  12.70’ will be difference so there will not be any risk of flooding.  There is a 20 ft. drop into the wetlands and this section of their property is unusable.  It was also noted that the neighboring property homes are closer to the lake than the current setback.  
The house was originally a cabin.  Additional improvements were done in the 80’s and 90’s.   The Bovitz’ have not done any additions or work to the home since they bought it.  The new crawl space will encroach into the setback.  The deck will also encroach into the setback but will be strictly footings.  There is an existing patio that will be removed.  Impervious is not an issue.  They are at 9% with the new addition.

Motion to close the public hearing by Michelle Meyer, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.

 Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval of the 61’ OHWL setback instead of 75’, second by Dick Glatzmaier, all in favor and approved.     
Motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:18 p.m. by Michelle Meyer, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
