SEPTEMBER 2018 MINUTES
Motion was made by Joel Bauer to approve the minutes, second by Bryan Becker, all in favor and carried.  
ZONING MAP
Planning Commission viewed the existing zoning map. Amy Pease, Zoning Administrator, pointed out that while the zoning ordinance identifies a C-3 district, the city has no parcels that fall into the C-3 zoning district. When city engineer updated the current zoning map, he inadvertently changed all the C-2 parcels to C-3. Pease will ask city engineer to correct the map and will publish a notice of public hearing and make recommend an ordinance amendment to remove C-3 from the zoning ordinance.  Michelle Meyer questioned what the underlying zoning is for the entire Avon Estates development. It is assumed to be R-1 PUD. Amy Pease will investigate and report back.

DISCUSSION AVON ESTATES CIRCLE

Planning Commission discussed the center circle area of Avon Estates development. Jodi Austing-Traut, City Clerk/Administrator, explained that these lots have not had much interest in them. Planning Commission discussed reducing the center circle by two more lots in order to make the existing lots larger and potentially more marketable. There seems to be some hesitance on the part of buyers due to the layout, elevations, and the general location of the playground. There was discussion about possibly planting a hedge along the entrance to the playground area. There was concern about the playground being located across the busy street from the main park area of Avon Estates. Recommendation to have staff work with consultants and the listing agent to stake out the existing lots and determine the best lot size and boundaries. Consider moving the playground equipment across to the main Avon Estates park. Consider moving the existing walking trail or planting a natural wall between the trail and the property boundaries. Consider making the “center circle” park area a natural open space vs. a playground. Involve Evie Fischer, Katie Reiling, Art Diedrich, and Cindy Forsell to create a plan.
