Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Planning Commission Meeting was held on Tuesday, October 17, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 5:33 p.m.
MINUTES

Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to approve the minutes of September 19, 2017, second by Bryan Becker, all in favor and carried with the below changes. 
Public nuisance change.  Should be “they” instead of “the” and “rain gardens”.

VARIANCE-BERGER
The public hearing for the variance was opened at 5:35 p.m.
Bob and Kim Berger were present at the meeting to discuss the need for a variance.  The home was built in approximately 2001.  They would like to add a 3 stall garage on to the house.  There will be no plumbing in the garage.  The living area above the garage will be a four season family room.  The septic system was updated two years ago.  Mr. Berger explained if they bring the garage out towards the driveway they start running into the wetland area on the property and if they would put the garage on the opposite side of the house this is where the septic is located.  The north side of the house is the best place to construct a garage as there are already footings in place and it would be attached to the house.  They would probably end up waiting until spring to start this project
The Planning Commission discussed if the county would need to be notified if there was a bathroom put in the new addition.   It was noted that a building permit should be pulled to finish the family room above the garage.  Mr. Berger explained that the propane tank will need to be relocated as it needs to be a certain number of feet from a structure and also they will go from a 1000 to a 500 gallon tank.  They explained that it would be nice to store things inside a garage instead of having everything outside.  Right now they have storage units that were purchased from Menards that they are using for storage.   Jeff Meyer stated that in shore land areas we don’t want to have lawnmowers, vehicles, etc. sitting outside to leak oil/gas as this could end up in the lake from runoff.  It would be beneficial to have storage in a garage as it will aesthetically improve the property.   Ms. Smith was present at the meeting with concerns that this addition might be on the south side of the property which would border her property.   The Planning Commission explained the placement of the garage with Ms. Smith.   It was noted that the neighboring property owner’s house appears to be closer to the lake than Berger’s house.  
Motion was made by Bryan Becker to close the public hearing, second by Michelle Meyer, all in favor and carried.  
Motion was made by Michelle Meyer to recommend approval for a front (lakeshore) setback of 85’ instead of 100’, second by Bryan Becker, all in favor and carried.
DISCUSS ACCESSORY BUILDINGS
The planning commission discussed the accessory structure language in the ordinance.  We will work on making changes to the ordinance at the November meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:18 p.m.
