PUBLIC HEARING- BLATTNER VARIANCE 
PUBLIC HEARING-ORDINANCE CHANGE

The Public Hearing for the Blattner Variance request was opened at 5:08 p.m.
The Public Hearing for the Ordinance change was opened at 5:09 p.m.

Peter Styx and John Blattner were present at the meeting.  
At the August Planning Commission meeting it was discussed that at the time the zoning ordinance was adopted the fire/sprinkler suppression systems were not as advanced as they are now.  They also discussed the number of variances on the Blattner property which prompted the conversation for an ordinance change.  
The Planning Commission discussed possible issues regarding changing the maximum building height in the Industrial zone.    It was noted that Columbia Gear and Lumber One are both next to residential areas.   The Planning Commission members feel we would not have any control over businesses constructing a 4 story building and they are not confident that we would want tall buildings in all Industrial zoned areas in Avon.  It was noted it would be better to deal with building height on a case by case basis.
Jodi Austing-Traut mentioned that a variance is the proper tool to use and also noted variances run with the property not the business.   There is no cap on how many variances a property can have.  

Peter Styx explained that the old building will be removed, which they noted is much closer to the lake than the new building will be.  This area will be used for all future parking.  They will be preserving the hardscape that is there right now.  It does follow the limitations of the current variance and will be used for parking expansion in the future without the need to request another variance.  

Motion to close the public hearing (Blattner Variance) by Bryan Becker, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
Motion to close the public hearing (ordinance change) by Bryan Becker, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.

Motion was made by Bryan Becker that no further action be taken on the ordinance change for maximum building height, second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.

Motion was made by Bryan Becker to recommend approval of a setback for Blattner Energy of 92’ instead of 150’ and a maximum height of 72’ (4 stories) instead of 35’ (3 stories), second by Joel Bauer, all in favor and carried.
